POLICE HEADS SPEAK
AT CHAMBER MEETING

Law Enforcement Officials Guests at
Monday Evening Dinner—Stone
Laying May 21

Chief Richard Bailey, Lieutenant
Peterson and Detective Edward
Feldman of the Maywood police de-
partment, entertained the Maywood
Chamber of Commerce at its meet-
ing on Monday evening in Guild hall,
Oak street, near South Fifth avenue.
Dinner was served by a group of
women from the Church of the Holy
Communion. More than fifty mem-
bers attended. The president, John
Senne, who presided, announced the
program and introduced the speak-
ers.

He compared the actual work of his
department since he took over the
office of chief. He declared that
efficient work of the police depart-
ment can be accomplished only thru
co-operation, stating that business
men of Maywood have been and are
giving them this assistance.

Lieutenant J. Peterson, who two
years ago organized patrol troops
for the schools, told something of
the work he is doing with boys. He
said the boys are alert and were
doing a fine piece of work in pro-
moting safety.

Officer Edward Feldman told in-
teresting things of his part of the
work. His hearers were fascinated
by his information regarding finger
prints and pictures of criminals. He
told how these methods worked out
in capturing men with criminal rec-
ords. Mr. Feldman illustrated his
talk with slides.

Business of the evening was the
last feature. The secretary gave the
report of the last meeting, and a
discussion on the laying of the cor-
ner stone of the new postoffice was
considered. The date is set for Sat-
urday afternoon, May 21.
