FORTIETH YEAR OF CHURCH IS ENDING 

St. Paul's Evangelical Lutheran 
church, Melrose Park, will celebrate 
the fortieth anniversary of its found­
ing with appropriate services which 
will start on Sunday. A history of 
the church and congregation follow. 

Forty years ago, in April, 1889, 
the First Evangelical Lutheran 
church services were conducted in 
the Maywood Town hall by Pastor 
M. Grosse of St. John's Lutheran 
church. Forest Park. Results were 
encouraging and St. John's church 
decided to open a school. Prop­
erty at Lake street and Eleventh 
avenue was purchased, and a school 
building dedicated on July 28, 1889. 
This building is still used for store 
purposes and is now situated near 
the southwest corner of Lake street 
and Eleventh avenue. 

The school was opened on August 
S, 1889, with forty-six scholars, the 
first teacher was William Leeseberg, 
still a resident of Melrose Park and 
a member of the parish. Services 
were held regularly in the school 
building until 1892, when St. John's 
of Forest Park released the mem­
bers of Maywood and Melrose Park 
on June 5 to organize a new parish. 

Twenty-four members and about 
180 communicants organized St. 
Paul's Evangelical Lutheran church 
on the following Wednesday, June 
8. Charter members still living are: 
Albert F. Amling, William Haase, 
Albert Kuhlmann, E. C. Amling, W. 
Leeseberg, John Mueller, Jr. From 
a small beginning the congregation 
has grown to 235 voting members, 
1,750 communicants, nearly 3,000 
souls. About 500 school children 
are attending St. Paul's Christian 
day school under the instruction of 
eight male and three female teach­
ers. The principal of the school is 
Herman Voigt. 

On November 26, 1893, the first 
church building was dedicated, Oc­
tober 4, 1903, the present school 
building was dedicated, and in No­
vember 9, 1924, the parish building 
was dedicated. 

The congregation has had only 
two pastors during this time. Pastor 
Emil Zapf was installed December 
11, 1892, and remained with the con­
gregation until a few years ago 
when he entered the work of the 
City Mission in Chicago. His faith­
ful and untiring service was instru­
mental in building the parish. In 
April, 1923, Pastor P. Kluender, 
present pastor, entered the work of 
the congregation, assisted for the 
past several years, in pulpit work 
especially, by Prof. E. Koehled of 
the River Forest Teachers' college. 

St. Paul's congregation is affiliated 
with the Missouri synod, and stands 
foursquare on the inspired word of 
God and the Augsburg confession 
of 1530. Its creed is embodied in 
the sentence: "Salvation by Faith 
in Christ Jesus." In its school 
Luther's catechism of 1529 is used 
daily for Christian indoctrination of 
the youth. The Lutheran church 
stands for religious liberty and com­
plete separation of church and state. 
To this end, true loyalty and patriot­
ism are taught and fostered in 
church and school. 

Anniversary services will be held 
Sunday at 9:30 and 11:00 o'clock. 
Sermons will be by Rev. Emil Zapf, 
first resident pastor of the congre­
gation. Appropriate music by A. 
Doering at the organ and selections 
by St. Paul's mixed choir will be 
given. In the afternoon at 3 o'clock 
an English service in which Pastor 
Boeder will preach, with mysic by 
the choir and organist of Immanuel 
church, Elmhurst, will be given. 

On Monday a children's service 
will be held in the church commenc­
ing at 7:30 o'clock. Tuesday there 
is to be a young people's evening 
in the auditorium of the parish 
building. Wednesday a German-
English service will be held in the 
church at 7:45 p. m., Thursday a 
song-service in the church at 7:45 
and Friday evening a banquet com­
mencing at 7:45 o'clock.
