Solicitor Now Has Right and Will 

Review All Parcels for Sale 
in Liquidation 

A signal victory was won by de­
positors in closed Maywood banks 
when the United Depositor's com­
mittee was recognized by Judge 
Michael Feinberg of the Circuit 
court on Friday. 

T. F. Laramie enetred his appear­
ance as solicitor for the association. 
The judge heard the arguments of 
counsel for all the respective parties 
and was fully advised of the aims 
and the premises of depositors. The 
court ordered recognition of the so­
licitor for United Depositors asso­
ciation, and that the solicitor be 
given notice of all steps and ma­
terial proceedings taken in the liqui­
dation. 

"Thereafter whenever the receiver 
of the bank petitions the Court for 
leave to sell or in any way dispose 
of any of the bank's assets, the at­
torney for the depositors will be 
notified," this week's announcement 
states. "This will enable the at­
torney to ascertain the nominal and 
also the market value of each par­
cel presented for disposal. Should 
the nature of the transaction so 
merit, the attorney for the deposi­
tors may file an objection against 
any apparent sacrifice of such par­
cel. 

"It might also be desirable to ex­
amine the books of the bank or to 
review its assets. As solicitor for 
the depositors the attorney might 
petition the Court for that right, 
since the depositors are the bank's 
greatest creditors and are the most 
vitally concerned parties in the case. 
If circumstances are favorable the 
depositors' representative could re­
quest and require that a dividend 
be made. 

"Besides the foregoing, the de­
positors' solicitor, by the instruction 
of the depositors, may demand an 
investigation with a view of obtain­
ing the criminal liabilities of the 
officers of the bank. 

"All the depositors of the former

law. The measure is already in process of 
being put into effect. 

"The separation is made in naming In­
stitutions eligible to join the new reserve 
system," Mr. Nelson said. "In general in­
stitutions which have been making long 
term home mortgages are included. In 
general also, those whose home mortgages 
have been in effect chiefly short-term credit 
have not been admitted. A second push 
toward separating short-term and long-
term credit comes in naming the amounts 
for which mortgages may be discounted. 
The new banks are to be ready to loan 
greater amounts on long-term amortized 
mortgages than on other types. 

"Disentangling home mortgages from 
short-term commercial paper is necessary 
if these mortgages are to gain the sta­
bility they should have. It is at the same 
time a step toward lowering their costs. 

"The segregation is here made tor the 
first time on a national scale and with a 
national non-commercial machinery. It 
will have all the effectiveness that comes 
from being a part of federal banking law. 
It will insure an intensely practical but 
disinterested study of those factors con­
cerning a home mortgage which determine 
its security. The actual facts such a 
study will uncover are of first importance 
both to the borrower and to the lender. 
In the end it is those facts which must 
determine the cost of mortgage money and 
the terms on which it can be obtained. 

"Establishment of standards and regu­
lations for the new system become now 
of first importance. 

"Appointment of the new Federal Home 
Loan Bank Board of five members, to give 
their full time to the work, will therefore 
be awaited with the greatest interest. Upon 
the initial work of this new body depends 
to a considerable extent the practical re­
sults to be achieved by the system. At 
such time as books are opened for stock 
subscription to the new banks real estate 
will also follow with keen interest the 
action of institutions eligible to member­
ship in the new system in applying for 
such membership. 

"As the new system comes into full 
operation it should go far to do these 
things: 

1. . Steady the supply of money avail­
able for home financing. 

2. Eliminate much hazard both for 
the family acauiring a home and for the 
capitalist loaning them the money to do it. 

3. Set up and enforce certain reauire-
ments for any mortgage upon which the 
new banks will be willing to make a loan. 
In so doing establish a national stand­
ard for home mortgages which should 
protect both the lender and the borrower. 

4. Make all such 'standard' mortgages, 
readily eligible to discount, just as good 
commercial short-term notes are ordinar­
ily discounted in our present commercial 
banks. In other words, make home mort­
gages of a type approved by the new fed­
eral system much more 'liquid' than any 
such mortgages now are. 

5. Throw a powerful influence toward 
the more extensive use of long-term mort­
gage loans of the 'amortized* or 'install­
ment* type. 

6. Eventually give the home buyer and 
home builder better terms and lower costs 
for his mortgage money. 

7. Give a much better geographical 
distribution of money supply for the home 
builder or buyer. Send capital, in greater 
safety, from the money centers to any 
state, however remote, in which there is 
sound use for it. 

8. Draw new capital into service for 
home financing as the need develops."
