High School Board Announces 

1931 Warrant Sale of $125,-
000 to Chicago Bank 

A pay day for Proviso high school 
teachers is just around the corner 
—it may be here before this issue 
of The Herald reaches its readers. 
Arrangements for the sale of $125,-
000 worth of 1931 tax warrants to a 
Chicago bank have been completed 
and funds for the pay day may 
reach the proper officers of the high 
school board of education today 
(Friday). This announcement was 
made at the September board meet­
ing on Friday evening. The war­
rants were sold at their face value, 
100 cents on the dollar, and will bear 
6 per cent interest. School officials 
were cheered by the announcement 
that Proviso warrants were accepted 
without discount. 

A full month's pay will be distrib­
uted among teachers and school em­
ployes according to the plan sug­
gested by the board. Altho some of 
the teachers are eight months in 
arrears, the average for the school 
is five months. Some have accepted 
warrants for all their salary and 
those in a position to do so are hold­
ing them. Others have been able 
to find a limited market for their 
warrants and have accepted them in 
part payment of their salaries. The 
monthly payroll is about $35,000. 

The board also plans to pay some 
of the bills that have accumulated 
over the months and to hold some 
of the cash to be received from the 
warrant sale for future salary pay­
ments, on a partial payment plan. 

Four members of the high school 
board attended last week's meeting. 
They were: William Boeger, presi­
dent: John Newcomer, Albert Mar­
tens and Leslie J. Smith, secretary. 
Dr. William E. Werninghaus was 
absent. Mr. Boeger presided. 

Contracts for school supplies were 
awarded at the Friday session. The 
Public Service Laundry Co. was 
given the laundry work; H. J. Mohr 
and Son, the coal contract, and 
Marsh and McLellan part of the in­
surance policies. Contracts for the 
elevator and public liability insur­
ance were held up pending further 
study. Mr. Martens objected to 
some features in . connection with 
the awarding of this contract and 
the board will take up the subject 
at its next meeting. 

The board granted permission to 
the Maywood Police Benefit associa­
tion to conduct its annual benefit in 
the high school auditorium on No­
vember 12 and 13. It also listened

Ordinance Introduced 
to Put Magistrate on 

Straight Salary Basis 
An ordinance was introduced at 

the meeting of the village board on 
Thursday of last week providing a 
salary of $2,400 a year for the po­
lice magistrate. If the ordinance is 
passed, all fines and costs collected 
by the magistrate must be turned 
into the village treasury. The or­
dinance was held for a re-reading 
at the next meeting of the board on 
Thursday. Legalities may arise. 

For many years in surrounding 
villages men have sought to have 
the office of police magistrate, as is, 
abolished. Police magistrates derive 
their incomes from costs collected 
from law violators, and it was 
thought that because of this fact 
the magistrate would be likely to 
lean forward in finding citizens 
guilty. 

Wright, commander of the Maywood 
American Legion post, to stage ben­
efit football games on high field this 
fall.

Maywood's fine new post office will 

be opened to the public on or near 
November 1, according to informa­
tion received this week from An­
drew Sandegreen, construction,.en­
gineer for the government. Work on 
the new structure has been proceed­
ing with dispatch and unless un­
foreseen incidents develop, it will be 
ready for business on the above 
date. It is planned to have a pub­
lic inspection of the building before 
it is officially opened in order that 
patrons of the post office may be­
come acquainted with all the facili­
ties that are being incorporated for 
their use. Postmaster Henry D. 
Oakland and Mr. Sandegreen will 
be in charge of this event. Further 
announcements will be made soon. 

Mr. Oakland, in a statement this 
week, asked the patience and the 
indulgence of the public in the 
matter of the thirty-day furloughs 
without pay which have been or­
dered for all government employees. 
Working out of the new plan has 
necessarily increased the clerk and 
carrier load but post office officials 
and workers are carrying on the 
service with as little inconvenience 
as possible, and they request the co­
operation of the public.

LATER THIS MONTH 
Postponement Comes When 

Wholesalers Find They Can­
not Meet Demand 

Dollar day in Maywood, originally 
scheduled to take place on Tuesday, 
has been postponed. It will take 
place later this month. Announce­
ment of the exact date will be made 
in The Herald. 

The committee of Maywood Cham­
ber of Commerce in charge of Dol­
lar day, after consulting mechants, 
has decided that more time is 
needed by most merchants to 
freshen stocks and make the neces­
sary arrangements with wholesale 
houses to insure the same high 
standard of previous sales. 

Wholesalers have been caught un­
prepared for the recent buying in­
crease and general demand for fall 
merchandise. Inventories were low 
and an increase in man power for 
production is needed. The situation 
is being adjusted to the benefit of 
merchants. 

Ben Silverman, chairman of Dol­
lar day committee, in announcing 
the postponement said, "Maywood 
Dollar days have won a wide repu­
tation for offering high standards 
of merchandise to a large number 
of people. Merchants have always 
extended themselves to present the 
finest bargains obtainable on the 
market. They have avoided selling 
old merchandise to take adyantage 
of such sales and have insisted up­
on new and fresh stocks. Rather 
than jeopardize the names they 
have built up in the past, on ac­
count of present condition of the 
wholesale market, it is thought bet­
ter to wait and demand that whole­
salers provide the same high class 
merchandise as in previous Dollar 
days."

Saturday is to be an important 
day for Maywood Post No. 133, 
American Legion. Commander Jo­
seph H. Wright is to establish a 
Junior Post for the sons of World 
War veterans in the afternoon at 2 
o'clock. The boys will organize in the 
presence of Legionnaires, Auxiliary 
members, the Junior Auxiliary and 
prominent citizens. After the Junior 
Post is organized, there will be a 
social hour for the children.

The general public is especially in-
vited,.-,to attend a Japanese Garden 
party in the evening at the Le­
gion Home on South Fifth avenue 
between Madison and the Chicago 
Great Western railway.

bonds against possible damage to 
the gridiron and stands. 

The board authorized the music 
department to proceed with the pur­
chase of much needed band instru­
ments, it being understood that the 
supply house would accept tax war­
rants. 

Installation of street lights on 
Madison street was ordered by the 
board which agreed to co-operate 
with the village and the forest pre­
serve in lighting that portion of the 
thoroughfare now unlighted. The 
improvement will cost approximate­
ly $2,300. 

Mr. Smith asked to be relieved of 
his membership on the Cafeteria 
committee but withdrew his appeal 
when Mr. Martens also asked to be 
excused from duty on the commit­
tee. Dr. Werninghaus is the other 
member. 

Mr. Robb, principal, brought some 
minor administrative problems to 
the attention of the board and also 
reported on the enrollment for the 
first week, which was in excess of 
3,000, a larger enrollment than has 
been reported at Proviso in its his­
tory.

Museum Lectures 
Peoples of the "Far North" is 

the subject of the first of next week's 
public guide-lecture tours at Field 
Museum of Natural History, and 
will be given at 3 o'clock on Mon­
day. On Wednesday at the same 
hour the subject will be "Animal 
Life of the Seas," and on Friday 
"Mexican Exhibits." On Tuesday 
and Thursday there will be general 
tours of anthropological, botanical, 
geological and zoological exhibits. 
These tours, conducted by staff lec­
tures, are open to all museum vis­
itors. Parties assemble inside the 
north entrance. 

The only exhibit in the United 
States of archaeological material of 
the old Bering sea and Punuk groups 
of Eskimos, who preceded the mod­
ern Eskimos in the Bering set re­
gion, has been placed on view at 
Field Museum of Natural History, 
it was announced this week. This ex­
hibit results from collections made 
by the John Borden-Field Museum 
Alaska-Arctic expedition, and ma­
terial received by exchange from 
the United States National museum 
at Washington, D. C. The earliest 
sites known of the Punuk culture 
date back about 1500 years, and the 
culture persisted with gradual 
changes almost until the time of the 
first European contact with Eski­
mos. 

Notable also is a collection of Es­
kimo art, including many fine ex­
amples of carved bone, ivory and 
wood, in useful as well as purely 
ornamental forms. Life-size models 
representing physical types of Es­
kimos of various regions have been 
added to the Eskimo ethnological ex­
hibits, and upon these are shown 
typical costumes. 

The Highway Beautiful 
The state division of highways 

in a recent statement issued by of­
ficials outlines its policy relative 
to the movement of planting me­
morial trees and beautifying state 
highways and offers the co-oper­
ation of its engineers to all agencies 
and individuals interested in the 
landscaping movement.

Big City Bandits Foiled 
in Bellwood Bank Robbery 

The business of robbing the Bell­
wood State bank. Twenty-fourth 
avenue and St. Charles road, on 
Friday morning of last week, became 
a tearful subject before it had got­
ten well imder way. Arthur Mesen-
brink, cashier of the bank, who had 
been asked for change in the same 
breath that he was commanded to 
"stick 'em up" by one of the bandit 
trio, touched a button which re­
leased the contents of six tear gas 
bulbs above the tellers' cages. 

Maddened and enraged by this 
turn of events, the bandit opened 
fire upon Mr. Mesenbrink, Miss 
Lillian Plass, bookkeeper, and Fred 
Volkman of Maywood, a director of 
the bank. Shooting with tears in his 
eyes, the bandit shot wild and neith­
er of the three was hit. 

The bandit fled to the street, ac­
companied by a second gunman who 
had been standing at the door. As 
they climbed into an automobile 
driven by the third member of the 
gang, Vincent Cusimano, 1007 South 
Fourth avenue, a produce dealer and 
Maywood special policeman, opened 
fire upon them from across the 
street, apparently hitting one of 
them.
