Home Owners 
Get Extension 
On Objections 

Home owners of Cook county 
have been given an extension of 
time imtil December 2 to complete 
filing of their objections under the 
Chicago real estate board suit for a 
15 per cent tax reduction on build­
ings in the 1931 bills before Judge 
Edmund K. Jareckl in the County 
court. 

Judge Jarecki made the announce­
ment as a deluge of home owners 
from all over Cook county was 
descending upon the Chicago real 
estate board to preserve their rights 
for tax relief. 

The demand for the privilege to 
file objections grew to such pro^r-
tions last week that the County 
building was forced to remain open 
all day Saturday and Sunday. A 
volunteer force of Chicago real 
estate board members was on hand 
in Room 613 and in the ofaces of 
the county treasurer to handle the 
filing of these protests. 

This staff of volunteer clerks will 
remain intact to record the pro­
tests of property owners until De­
cember 2. Headquarters will be 
maintained in Room 613 of the 
County building. 

There is no charge for this serv­
ice, all expenses of the suit and 
filing being paid for by the Chicago 
real estate board. 

The case embraces legal objec­
tions to paying the 1931 tax bill un­
less there is deducted from that bill 
the 15 per cent cut ordered last 
spring by the board of tax appeals. 
Judge Jarecki has made it plain 
that unless the individual objector 
is on record as such in his court, he 
can grant no relief to them on the 
15 per cent reduction basis. 

There are some 438,000 home own­
ers, with $25,000,000 representing the 
15 per cent reduction in the four-
year quadrennial period. 

NEW TITLE LAW 
GOES INTO EFFECT 
TO CURB THEFTS 
Auto License Application 

Blanks With Title Reg­
i s t r a t i o n  A t t a c h e d  
Now at Herald Office. 

Automobile owners of Illinois 
must make application for registra­
tion and certificates of title in order 
to legally operate any motor-driven 
vehicle in the state after January 
1, 1934. Application should be made 
to Edward J. Hughes, secretary of 
state, when car owners apply for 
their 1934 license tags. 

Combination blanks for license 
and title registration are now ready 
and may be obtained at The Herald, 
712 South Fifth avenue. Miss 
Josephine Longmore in The Herald 
office will assist motor car owners 
in filling out the application blanks 
and will notarize signatures. 

The motor vehicle anti-theft act, 
approved May 11, 1933, provides that 
"the secretary of state shaU not 
after January 1, 1934, register or re­
new a registration of any motor ve­
hicle, imless and until the owner 
shall make application for and be 
granted a certificate of title." 

The law providing that every mo­
tor car owner shall register title to 
his car was created for the purpose 
of preventing the sale of stolen au­
tomobiles, according to state offi­
cials. The fee for title registration is 
fifty cents in addition to the regular 
annual license fee. 

Motor car owners are required to 
make application for title registra­
tion whether cars are new or old. 
Those who knowingly make false 
statements in application for cer­
tificates of title or any other docu-

ASSURE PROVISO 
JOBS UNDER CWA 
FOR RELIEF MEN 
Just How Many Will Go 

On Federal Hay Roll Is 
Still Undisclosed — But 
Jobs Are Coming. 

Maywood and other municipalities 
of Proviso township wUl share in 
the jobs offered by the civil works 
administration, but how many heads 
of families will get off the relief 
roll and onto the government pay 
roll was still a mystery Tuesday 
morning, according to information 
received at the main office of the 
Cook County Bureau of Public Wel­
fare. 

The quota for Proviso had not 
been allotted but by next week those 
in charge expect to have "quite a 
number" from Proviso relief rolls 
employed by the government. Inas­
much as all the activity of the new 
CWA has been so rapid, very few 
assignments for jobs have been 
made outside of Chicago. The great­
est number of those to be recruited 
for CWA projects from rural dis­
tricts such as Proviso, will probably 
be put to work in the Forest Pre­
serve, a supervisor at the Public 
Welfare bureau said. 

Of the 187,000 federal jobs allotted 
to the state. Cook county's share 
is about 100,000. Of -his number, 
fifty per cent will be assigned from 
the relief rolls during the period up 
to December 1. After that the other 
fifty per cent will be recruited from 
unemployed not on the relief rolls. 

Pay on the civil worlis projects 
will average about $5 a day, tha 
minimum being 50 cents an hour fci 
unskilled labor and the maximum 
$1.20 for skilled labor. The men will 
work on a five-day, thirty-houi 
week. 

For October the family average 
was $31. On the federal pay rolls 
the men will average $5 a day, so 
that they may earn as much in a 
week as they were earning in a, 
month.

ment required by the motor vehicle 
anti-theft act may be punished by a 
fine of not more than one thousand 
dollars or imprisonment for not 
more than one year or both. 

The title application requires own­
ers to give name, factory number, 
engine number, model, number of 
cylinders and horse power of auto. 
Owners must state -.vhen, where and 
from whorn the car was purchased. 
The applicant must give conditions 
of sale and describe encumbrances, 
mortgages, or notes, if any. Tlie 
name of the holder of the notes 
must be given, the date when the 
car was brought to Illinois and the 
niunbers of the previous year's li­
cense tag. 

State license fees for automobiles 
are as follows: 25 horsepower and 
less, $8; 35 horsepower and more 
than 25 horsepower, $12; 50 horse­
power and more than 35 horsepower, 
$20; more than 50 horsepower, $25; 
electrics, $12. The new title regis­
tration fee of fifty cents must be 
added to any of the above state 
license fees. The law limits the fee 
of the notary to not more than 25 
cents. The secretary of state as­
sumes no responsibility for loss 
when currency is sent in payment 
of fees. Applicants should send cer­
tified check, draft or money order, 
payable to the secretary of state, 
Springfield, HI. 

(Must Return to Germany 
to Get U. S. Citizenship 

Werner Zepemick, who was mar­
ried in March to Miss June Heile-
mann, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Henry R. Heilemann of Forest 
Park, sailed for a three months' 
visit to Germany on the S. S. Gen­
eral von Steuben, Thursday, No­
vember 2. At the time of his mar­
riage he was in the United States 
on a student's visa, and in order 
for him to become a permanent 
resident here it is necessary, by law, 
for him to re-enter from a foreign 
port. The fact that he is married 
to aa American citizen places him 
on Uie preferred quota list.
