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MORE U. S. MONEY
" FOR HOME OWNERS
IS PROMISED SOON

Another Project of the
New Deal Reaches
Community; lts Plan
and Purpose Explained.

Bonds to be exchanged for
mortgages on homes will soon
be guaranteed as to both prin-
cipal and interest. A bill au-
thorizing this is evpected to
be adopted in congress within
the week.

This will make HOLC bonds
as good as any U. S. govern-
ment bonds and creditors can-
not very well refuse to accept
them,

The Illinois office of HOLC
announces that it is now pre-
pared to make 1,000 loans a -
week to prevent foreclosures and
loss of homes. It has about
$300,000,000 to loan at 5 per
cent and the purpose is to keep
those who bought homes in their
homes and to prevent them from
being taken for mortgage debts,
delinguent taxes or other liens.

The report below is about the
second plan for home owner re-
lief.

The first was HOLC now in
operation.

A third project now before
congress proposes to create an-
other federal agency to provide
funds for repairs and additions
to homes to prevent crowding
and to develop the American
home to the point where each
member of the family can have
a private room just as a big
executive has a private office.

A fourth Roosevelt project is
for U. S. banks to lend money
to small busiress men. This
was submitted to congress by
the president Monday and is
expected to pass.

Another New Deal financing
plan designed to give home own-
ers and home builders access to
millions of United States gov-
ernment funds has moved into
this region.

It is expected to be prepared
to loan money within two weeks

With the support of
such men as have been mentioned
before, we cannot lose, but the bond-
holders must get behind this move-
ment strong and get these petitions
filled.”

Mr. O’Hara wants one million
signatures, in order to give force
to the demands.

Mrs. C. Parsons of 1531 North
Latrobe avenue, who is organizing
for the bondholders in this com-
munity says, “I wish to express my
appreciation to The Herald for the
great assistance it has given this
cause.”

Come Back If Not

Welcome in Jalil

Pursuers Might Try Want
Ad If Efforts Fall

We've been reading a lot in the
papers lately about this Hoosier boy,
John Dillinger, who whittled his way
out of the Crown Point jail and went
forth into the cruel world again to
seek his fortune after locking up 33
guards, et cetera, and leaving a
good looking lady sheriff with tears
in her eyes and a shiny nose.

Ever since a queer prank of fate
placed the country’s toughest cus-
tomer in tender custody of our most
beautiful sheriff, we've been ex-
pecting some romantic news from
Crown Point, where so many care-
free couples have wed in haste and
repented in leisure.

It wouldn’t have surprised us a
pit to have seen a picture of Mr.
Dillinger as a goofy bridegroom
seated in a comfortable electric
chair amid a bower of bars, while
his blushing bride stood by holding
an official commutation of sentence,
decorated with a gold seal and red
ribbon, and a happy throng of dep-
uties and prosecutors tossing rice
and old shoes.

With such a scene in mind, nat-
urally we were disappointed when
Mr. Dillinger, just like an ordinary
hoodlum, disregarded all the com-
forts of home and refused to re-
main for his execution.

Instead he carved a neat wooden
pistol from the top of the sheriff’s
washboard and prodding this Qua-
ker gun, splinters and all, against
the ticklish ribs of the lock-up
keeper, forced him to call the guards
in one at a time to surrender their
weapons and get locked up.

There are few that blame Mr.
Dillinger for locking up the adoles-
cent guards. If they had been per-
mitted to roam in the streets one
might have fallen asleep and got
run over by a kiddie car or some-
thing.

He did them a favor, but he done
the sheriff wrong when he took her
car and didn’t stop to say good-by.

There’s no law against whittling
in Indiana.. Half the state had
been whittled down by front stoop
statesmen long before Mr. Dillinger
graced the earth with his presence.

Even if the restless Mr. Dillinger
had whittled the whole jail down,
it might have been overlooked, but
there is an unwritten law in In-
diana and the U. S. that provides
a minimum penalty of death to the
culprit who arouses a woman'’s
scorn. The hereafter provides no
greater fury, according to one of

Unregistered Voters
Can Make Affidavits
In April Elections

Village residents who are not reg-
istered may vote at the April 17 vil-
lage election and the April 10 pri-
maries by making an affidavit that
they are properly qualified and have
resided one year in the state, ninety
days in the county and thirty days
in the precinct.

Daniel A. Carey, chief of the elec-
tion department of the county
clerk’s office, who is an authority on
election matters, has declared that
affidavits of unregistered voters who
wish to cast ballots April 17 and
April 10 must be signed by a regis-
tered voter who is a householder in
the village.

All voters must be citizens of the
United States and not less than 21
