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WORK TO START
ON MAYWOOD'S
BIG RESERVOIR

R. C. Wieboldt Com-
pany's Bid of $68,595
Is Accepted by Village
Trustees.

Construction work on a three
million gallon reservoir in
Waterworks parlk, Eleventh
avenue near the Chicago &
Great Western railway, will
start about July 15. The May-
wood village board on Thurs-
day awarded the contract to
R. C. Wieboldt Company,
which will construct the huge
basin for $68,595.

Sixteen contractors submitted bids
on the reservoir. The following bids
were received by the village trustees
on June 21:

William Thomas, engineer, states
that the reservoir will be approx-
imately 226 feet long by 117 feet
wide and 18 feet deep Floor, walls
and roof will be constructed of steel
reinforced concrete, the roof being
supported with 20-inch circular steel
reinforced concrete columns spaced
approximately 16 feet apart.

An addition to the pumping sta-
tion on Eleventh avenue will be
made to house electrical equipment
and two centrifugal pumps for the
distribution of reservoir supply. A
fill will be made over the roof of
the reservoir and developed for play-
ground purposes.

The plan provides for the con-
struction of three tennis courts and
the replacement of existing play-
ground apparatus. The improve-
ment, village officials assert, will be
of great value to the community for
the following reasons:

The fire protection substantially in-
creased.

The adequate supply for general
domestic use delivered at higher pres-
sures.

This three million gallon storage
with an existing one million in the
northerly section of Maywood pro-
vides the municipality with approxi-
mately a 48 hours’ supply.

The additional storage capacity
provided by this project also makes
it possiblé to take supply during an
emergency from an outside source.
T_he improvement will be financed

by issuance of water revenue bonds,
supplemented by a gift from the
federal government. The original
estimated cost of the project was
$120,000, of which $25,000 was desig-
nated as the federal donation.

NEW Z00LOGICAL
GARDENS OPEN
NEAR VILLAGES

Lions, Tigers and Ele-
phants Roam in Man-
Made Jungle; 900
Mammals in Exhibit.
Chicago Zoological Gar-

dens, at First avenue and

Thirty-first street opened Sun-

day.
It is built on plans worked
out years ago in Europe

which gives animals on exhi-
bition the appearance of be-
ing free to live their own lives
in a habitat simulating that
natural to their kind.

More than 900 mammals
have been installed in this
paradise where they will have
nothing to do but eat and gam-
bol with every convenience
possible.

Mr., Bean, the curator, is one of
the most successful handlers of wild
animals and zoo directors in the
world. He is assisted by a compe-
tent staff.

The zoo is paid for by taxation
but it is managed by a society,
headed by John T. McCutcheon, the
cartoonist, and composed of prom-
inent citizens of the county. This
arrancement was adopted so that
the wild animals would not suffer
from politics.

Under Mr., McCutcheon’s leader-
ship no animal will be exposed to
untrained men, to hand shakers,
back slappers and good fellows. The
only way to get a job in the zoo is
to be a first class man for the work
to be done.

A preview took place Satur-
day when the Chicago Zoological
society entertained mnational, state,
city and county officials, newspaper
men, scientists and others particu-
larly interested in the development
of zoos. *

The preview was preceded by
short dedicatory ceremonies, at
which the president of the society,
Mr., McCutcheon, was master of
ceremonies.

Henry T. Rainey, speaker of the
House of Representatives, Governor
Henry Horner, Mayor Edward J.
Kelly, and Emmet Whealan were
among the officials who spoke at
the dedication.

Special guests of honor were for-
est preserve commissioners of Cook
county, by whose authorization the
zoo was completed. John T. Pirie,
John Wentworth, and John P. Kel-
logg are vice presidents of the so-
ciety. Graham Aldis is secretary,
and Solomon A. Smith is treasurer.

Hundreds of thousands of visitors
are expected at the zoo this sum-
mer, for it offers the rarest sight of
its kind in America. Only in Eu-
rope is there such an extensive dis-
play of wild beasts and birds in a
setting similar to their native
haunts as the Brookfield Gardens
offer.

The Zoological society cooperates
with the county forest preserve
commissioners, who are also the
county commissioners, in mainte-
nance of the zoo. The trustees sub-
mit an annual report of expendi-
tures to the board. The support
comes from a special tax of 1.5
mills, approved by voters of county.

Shipments of mammals, birds
and reptiles have been made to the
700 from all over the world. Just
recently there came from Australia
125 mammals, 900 birds and thirty-
two reptiles. Among them were sev-
