Hundreds of Proviso Town­
ship residents are of the same 
opinion as The Herald regard­
ing a Forest Preserve svi'imming 
pool in Thatcher Wood if the 
response to the opening an­
nouncement made last week is 
indicative. 

No sooner had The Herald 
reached its readers last week 
than signed petitions came pour­
ing in. They have been com­
ing in every day since in a vol­
ume to prove without doubt 
that such a pool is desired for 
the villages and the great west 
suburban area. 

Thatcher Wood, it should be ex­
plained, is that section of the 
Forest Preserve system between 
Madison street on the south. North 
avenue on the north, Thatcher ave­
nue on the east and First avenue, 
Maywood, on the west. There are 
several sections of this area which 
could be immeasurably improved by 
the addition of a pool. 

The area is within easy access 
of a half million persons on the 
west side and the location Is ideal. 
The Herald has no preconceived 
notions of a location within 
Thatcher Wood but it does think 
that a pool for the west side should 

be constructed some place within 
its boundaries. 

There are only two Forest Pre­
serve swimming pools within a rea­
sonable distance of the villages now. 
One is Cermak pool on Cermak 
road near Harlem avenue and the 
other is Whealan pool at Devon 
and Milwaukee avenues. Both have 
been' eminently successful since 
their opening and have been well 
patronized by residents in their re­
spective communities. 

It is the custom of Forest Pre­
serve pools to maintain one free 
day and on a recent Monday, al­
most 8,000 entered Cermak pool. 
Other thousands patronized it dur­
ing the week with the result that 
its week's business was one of the 
largest in history. 

Forest Preserve pools are models 
of cleanliness and all of them re-
c e i V e unqualified endorsements 
from public health officials. Sani­
tary conditiorjs are of the highest 
and systematic inspections of the 
pools are made by competent and 
qualified authorites. Rigid rules 
apply as to bathers and none may 
enter without having a thorough 
physical examination. 

A pool in Thatcher Wood would 
boast the same supervision and 
care, which with the added knowl­
edge gained in the operation of the 
present pools, would make its op­
eration all the more efficient. 

Swimming pools operated by the 
Forest Preserves are self-sustaining 
and no tax money is used in keep­
ing them going. The original cost 
of a pool must be provided for, 
however, in the tax levy. It is 
thought that the finest kind of a 
pool may be built for $200,000.

LET CONTRACTS 
FOR HIGHWAY 
IMPROVEMENTS 
County to Pave First and 

Fifth Avenue at Cost 
o f  $ 1 5 4 , 0 0 0 ;  F o r t y  
Foot Roadway. 

Contracts have been award­
ed by the county board for 
paving First avenue from Chi­
cago avenue to North avenue 
and widening Fifth avenue 
from Lake street to Augusta. 
The cost of the improvements, 
including bridges and railway 
crossings, is approximately 
$154,000. 

The pavements on both thorough­
fares will be concrete with a forty-
foot roadway. The estimate cost 
of the First avenue pavement is 
$90,000. The Fifth avenue improve­
ment will cost $40,000. A bridge 
costing $20,000 will be erected over 
Melrose Park creek, which in rainy 
season empties its waters into the 
Des Plaines between Chicago ave­
nue and North avenue. 

At the intersection of the Soo 
line railway and First avenue, a 
crossing and traffic signals will be 
installed by the railroad at a cost 
of $4,693. The improvements have 
been approved by the state division 
of highways. 

The improvement of First avenue 
will provide an important arterial 
highway, connecting Chicago ave­
nue with North avenue, immediate­
ly west of the Des Plaines river. 
When the connecting link is com­
pleted, motorists can drive on First 
avenue from North avenue directly 
to the entrance of the Chicago 
Zoological gardens at Thirty-first 
street. 

The widening and paving of Fifth 
avenue will remove the existing bot­
tle neck and greatly improve traf­
fic conditions on this thoroughfare. 

The contract for the First avenue 
roadway was awarded to the Bates 
Construction company. The Evans 
company will build the bridge, and 
Stanley Jaicks was awarded the 
contract for the Fifth avenue im­
provement. 

Construction work will be under 
supervision ot George A. Quinlan, 
superintendent of Cook county 
highways.

Clears Berkeley 

Chief in Killing 
Chief of Police Charles Topp of 

Berkeley was cleared by a coroner's 
jury Monday afternoon in the kiU-
ing of Gabriel Dodaro, 21 years 
old, 709 Broadway, Melrose Park, 
who was fatally wounded by Chief 
Topp early Friday morning while 
resisting arrest after being discov­
ered stripping an automobile in 
Berkeley with Peter Boni, 24 years 
old, 1416 Broadway, Melrose Park. 

Dodaro was shot accidentally, 
Chief Topp testified, when he at­
tempted to wrench the ofiBcer's 
gun from his hand in the shuffle 
after the capture. Boni, charged 
with stealing a car, is free on a 
$1,500 bond. 

The arrest of Boni and fatal 
shooting of Dodaro resulted from 
a tip received by Sergt. John T. 
Kelly of the state's attorney's office 
early Friday morning that the pair 
were operating in Berkeley. Upon 
a report that youths were stripping 
a car at Tost and Madison streets, 
the police squad drove to the vi­
cinity and found Dodaro and Boni 
leaving a car from which the ac­
cessories were stripped. 

After a brief chase, police cap­
tured the pair. Dodaro resisted ar­
rest and in an ensuing struggle was 
shot twice in the stomach. Three 
accomplices escaped arrest at the 
time but were caught later, accord­
ing to police. 

Dodaro was taken to the Cook 
County hospital. At 4 o'clock the 
same morning, three men and Do-
daro's sister, Eleanor, were ar­
rested at the County hospital where 
they had come to learn of Dodaro's 
condition. 

The three arrested with Miss Do­
daro were: Edward Biickhahn, 22 
years old of 205 South 16th avenue, 
Maywood; Fred Bruncori, 22 years 
old, who lived with Dodaro in Mel­
rose Park, "and Eugene Zenz, 22 
years old, of 830 South 19th avenue, 
Maywood. The four were released' 
after questioning. 

Fred Waldt, 35 years old, owner 
and operator of a tavern at Butter-
field and Wolf roads. Hillside, was 
arrested early Friday morning by 
Sergeant Kelly after it was learned 
that Waldt's car was used by Do­
daro and Boni on their auto strip­
ping jobs. Boni told police that 
Waldt had agreed to pay $25 for the 
motor of the car stripped Friday 
morning in back of Waldt's tavern. 
Waldt admitted that he purchased 
the parts, but did not know that 
they had been stolen.
