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MORE GOOD NEWS 
FOR TAXPAYERS: 
NEW CUT ALLOWED 
"Little Fellows" Get New 

D e a l  a n d  A r e  t h e  
Beneficiaries of Court 
Decision. 

Property owners in May-
wood and all other western 
suburbs in the Sanitary dis­
trict, Cook county and Forest 
Preserve district will have the 
last half of the 1932 tax bill re­
duced by a little more than 4 
per cent, or a little more than 
2 per cent on the whole bill. 

This cut is in addition to the 15 
per cent cut allowed on valuation of 
one, two and three family houses. 

Both cuts will show on the sec­
ond half of the 1932 bill. 

The 4 per cent cut (approxi­
mately) is the result of a New Deal 
for the "little fellows." For many 
years it has been the custom for 
railroad and other large corpora­
tions to engage tax experts and 
lawyers and they have always found 
that one or, more of the taxing 
bodies have exceeded the maximum 
rate allowed by law. 

Every year for many years the 
large corporations were granted re­
ductions in their tax bills to com­
pensate for any excess over the 
maximum rate. Sometimes this ex­
cess was so small that it would not

Midchanneling 
of Des Plaines 
Is Postponed 

Midchanneling of the Des Plaines 
river, started two years ago to cre­
ate a current to carry off polluted 
waters in dry weather, will not be 
resumed until next year because of 
the drought. 

This was the decision of the San­
itary District board last Thursday 
afternoon after a public hearing 
attended by delegations from Oak 
Park, River Forest, Maywood and 
Riverside. 

Presidents Baumrucker of River 
Forest and Tolsted of Maywood 
spoke strongly for midcharineling 
and it looked for a short time as 
if they had won and the work 
would be continued above the C. B. 
& Q. bridge. 

They were defeated by the plight 
of trees in the low lands along the 
river. These trees have grown up 
expecting to get water at the level 
of the river as backed up by the 
Hoffman dam which has been there 
since 1840. Therefore the root sys­
tem of these great trees are not 
deep in the ground ahd lowering the 
water level at low water mark 
leaves them high and dry. 

Nearly every one sobbed when 
speakers told of giant trees drying 
up and dying because of midchan-

have shown on a small tax bill, say 
for $200. 

But when a corporation pays 
hundreds of thousands in taxes, a 
fraction of a cent is a piece of 
change worth picking up. 

For years the small taxpayer 
did not know about this system of 
getting lower taxes but the cat was 
let out of the bag three weeks ago 
by George Nixon, a member of the 
board of tax appeals. He said 
bluntly that all taxpayers should 
have the same reduction allowed the 
larger corporations for the same 
reason, even if the little tax payer 
had not asked for it. 

The case was heard by Judge 
Jarecki last week and he decided 
that the "little fellow" should have 
the cut. 

Forehanded taxpayers who paid 
the 1932 bill in full will get the bene­
fit of these cuts, if they ever get it, 
by way of an act of the state legis­
lature which meets in Springfield 
in January. The Maywood Herald 
will use all its influence to obtain 
such relief legislation. 

A statement of the situation in 
regard to the new cut prepared by 
the H. Howard Haylett, tax au­
thority for the Chicago Real Es­
tate board, follows: 

MAYWOOD 
1932 Reduction 

County govermnent, 4c on $100 
valuation. Sanitary district, 9c on 
?100 valuation. Forest preserve, 4c 
on $100 valuation. Total 17c. 

Tax rate for Oak Park is $7.05 
on $100 valuation. Base percent­
age of reduction on tax rate. 
1. The taxpayer should pay all of 

his tax bill except that portion 
which may be affected by the 
tax reduction order. 

2. The taxpayer may pay his en­
tire tax bill under protest, re­
ceiving a receipt as evidence of 
protest. If the reduction is 
then upheld in the State Su­
preme court, he is still eligible 
for the reduction. 

3. Under all conditions the tax­
payer should keep the envelope 
in which he receives his tax 
bill as this is the only definite 
evidence as to the mailing date 
of his tax bill should a question 
of penalty arise. 

A statement issued by County 
Treasurer Thomas D. Nash says: 

"It is impossible to state the exact 
percentage of reduction outside of 
Chicago because of the fact that 
there are 400 separate taxing bodies 
and the rate varies in these bodies 
from $2 to $6 per $100 assessed 
valuation."

The burglars made their entrance 
into the tailor shop by climbing 
through a rear window in an ad­
joining vacant store and then chop­
ping a hole through the wall sep­
arating the two stores. After gath­
ering up armfuls of merchandise 
the bandits escaped through the 
front door of the vacant store. They 
left the door open. 

The theft was discovered Sunday 
morning by a fireman of the May-
wood fire department who noticed 
children running around in the two 
stores. The Maywood police were 
notified.
