DEDICATED WITH 
LIVELY PROGRAM 
Dr. Preston Bradley Gives 

Main Address. Cardi­
nals Down Maywood 
43-0 in Night Game. 

In a rousing atmosphere of good 
sportsmanship, Proviso High school's 
new student playground was dedi­
cated on Wednesday night of last 
week. Dr. Preston Bradley, who 
gave the dedication address, de­
clared that the new $80,000 stadium 
was a tribute of federal, state, town­
ship and local governments to the 
deveopment of "strong bodies and 
strong minds" in the youth of Pro­
viso Township. 

After Dr. Bradley's address, the 
Maywood Athletic club's football 
team, composed of men who played 
in a Proviso stadium that was rem­
iniscent of a wood pile, played the 
feature game of the evening with 
the Chica:,) Cardinals and lost, 43-0. 
There was no surprise in the May-
wood team's losing but there was 
surprise in the way in which it 
handled itself on the field before 
professional opposition. 

The stadii-un's new floodlights 
brought out the color of the occa­
sion: the cardinal red of the visiting 
team's jackets, the deep blue of 
the Legionaire's uniform, and the 
navy blue and white of the Proviso 
and Board of Trade American Le­
gion post bands. The 6,000 people 
at the dedication were kept in­
formed of the progression of the 
program through announcements 
over the public address system. The 
telephone-loud speaker apparatus 
was also used to explain the results 
of the various plays made by th« 
teams in the feature game. 

The special platform at the ded­
ication was filled with village offi­
cials, members of the various school 
boards of the township and ofBcers 
of prominent clubs and organiza­
tions in the community. The fire 
and police chiefs of Proviso Town­
ship villages were also present. 

The four football squads of Pro­
viso high school played in short 
exhibition games preceding the 
main attractions of the evening. 
The lightweights played the fresh­
man-sophomore brigade while the 
junior varsity bucked against the 
v-.rsity. The demonstrations her­
alded the more sanguinary battle 
that was to follow. 

Just before the dedication cere­
mony started, the Maywood Ath­
letic club squad, the Cardinal squad, 
all four teams of Proviso high 
school, and the Proviso and Board 
Oi Trade Post bands marched 
in a colorful parade around the 
football field.
