This is a project in which The 
Herald has been vitally interested 
and in August this paper published 
petitions for a Thatcher Wood 
swimming pool, addressed to the 
Board of Forest Preserve commis­
sioners which were signed by hun­
dreds of readers of this journal. 

Confirmation of this promise was 
announced by County Commissioner 
George A. Miller of Oak Park, when 
he told some 3,000 listeners that it 
was he who was the father of the 
resolution that later was adopted 
that a swimming pool be built for 
the accommodation of residents of 
Oak Park, Maywood, Melrose Park, 
Bellwood, River Forest, Forest Park 
and Proviso as well as the great 
west side of Chicago. 

"The building of a fourth swim­
ming pool in the forest preserve 
district is in the hands of the PWA, 
plans having been submitted to that 
body for consideration and action," 
President Whealan said. 

"The plans are complete, and, ar 
rangements are being made to dis 
play them in the lobbies of theaters 
in Oak Park, Maywood and nearby 
villages. It is up to the people of 
Maywood and Oak Park now, to 
show the government that they are 
interested in this project, and I 
am sure the building of this pool

ican government, mathematics, me­
chanical drawing, machine drawing, 
architectural drawing, shorthand, 
typewriting; office training, business 
law, bookkeeping, accounting, busi­
ness arithematic, chorus, music ap­
preciation, harmony, cooking, sew­
ing, additional courses will be or­
ganized upon sufficient demand.

"If the home owner wishes to Im­
prove his home through a loan 
backed by the F H A, he may do so 
and place his contract with a local 
building company. 

"Tradesmen can then arrange to 
do the work for the home owner. 
For this reason, all tradesmen—car­
penters, contractors, jobbers and 
architects—have been urged to at­
tend the show. 

"Loans from $100 to $2,000 can 
be obtained from banks that have 
such arrangements with the Fed­
eral Housing administration. Inter­
est shall not exceed 5 per cent and 
payment can be arranged over a 
period of two months to five years. 

"It is not necessary that the home 
owner be a depositor in the bank 
from which the loan is obtained. 
The ariount of money that may be 
borrowed depends upon the homs 
owner's salary."
