Explains How Maywood 
Vets Will Get Bonds 

How World war veterans who 
live in Maywood will receive their 
bonus bonds was explained by 
Postmaster James W. Duffy of 
Maywood at a meeting o f 
Maywood post, American Legion, 
last Monday night. Deliveries will 
be made between 5 and 6 o'clock 
Tuesday night, June 16, said Mr. 
Duffy. 

Stressing the point that the 
bonds will be distributed to the 
veterans in person, Mr. Duffy 
urged that they stay home that 
evening. The veteran must be 
known to the carrier, or identified 
by someone known to the carrier. 

"It is requested," said Mr. Duffy, 
"tliat in order to aid the carrier 
in the delivery of the bonds, that 
the veteran has someone in his 
home with him who is known to 
the postman. The registry receipt 
must be signed by the veterans 
and the identifying person." 

The post office department is 
arranging to aid veterans in cash­
ing bonds. After being properly 
identified at the post office, the 
veteran will surrender his bonds 
and will receive a receipt. Within 
a few days a check will be mailed 
directly to him for the amount 
involved. 

"The identification feature of 
the handling of the bonds .cannot 
be stressed too forcibly," said Mr. 
Duffy. 

All information concerning the 
bonds can be obtained through 
Commander Harry T. Smith of 
Maywood post, or Postmaster 
Duflfy. 

C. O. Krausser, president of Maywood, this week submitted plans to the village board 
for a $10,000 band shell to be financed by publi c subscription in Maywood Park. Inadequate 
facilities for public and civic programs in Maywood make the proposed band shell of im­
mediate interest, said Mr. Krausser. The method of public subscription has not been an­
nounced, but is expected to include donations from civic, business and social units of the 
village. With floor space enough on the platform for 120 musicians and accommodations for 
rehearsals and meetings in the understructure, the band shell is of the latest design. 

Urg es Maywood 
Business Men to 
Get Organized 

Urging business men of May-
wood to organize and assuring 
them that Proviso township pre­
sents a ripe field for expansion of 
businesses and Industries, N. J. 
Zeiner, business manager of the 
Kankakee, 111., Chamber of Com­
merce, spoke before a joint meet­
ing of business and professional 
men of Maywood Monday night. 

A meeting will be held Monday 
night in the village hall at which 
time most of same group will 
adopt the suggestions of Mr. 
Zeiner how a local business or­
ganization with a paid manager 
can be formed. 

Mr. Zeiner told the group of 
about 150 men and women how 
the Kankakee Chamber of Com­
merce was built from a weak 
organization in 1928 to the place 
where it has active control over 
the city's progress. He stressed 
the need of a membership drive, 
hard work and stick-to-it-ness, if 
the Maywood organization is to 
be successful. 

"The necessity for a salaried 
man at he head of the Chamber 
of Commerce is apparent to busi­
ness leaders all over the country," 
said Mr. Zeiner. "A full-time man 
who can pay all his time to 
watching opportunities for the 
advancement of the city's busi­
ness will reap far more results 
than an executive committee 
whose outside work does not al­
low such concentrated effort." 

An open forum was held after 
the talk.

Frank Runs Away 
With Bass Viol—. 

But He Deserts 
"I don't know why I took the 

bass viol; I can't play a single 
note," bemoaned Frank Peterka, 
62 years old, a laborer on the WPA 
sewer project in Maywood, after 
he was caught Tuesday morning by 
OfiScer Mueller of the Maywood 
police department in the act of 
fleeing from his loot—a 4-foot-
high bass viol that he left home­
less in a Madison street trolley. 

Peterka, who lives at 1431 
South Forty-Eighth court, Cicero, 
found the mammoth instrument a 
sorry companion. Almost anyone 
could sense that something was 
wrong as he walked nonchalantly 
out of the Irving school gymna­
sium with the viol in his arms. 

At least Walter Haderer, a stu­
dent in the school, and Miss Aud­
rey Weitz, a teacher thought that 
all was not right with the picture, 
and so walked calmly after "Im­
presario" Peterka. 

When he boarded an eastbound 
street car in Madison street, they 
followed suit. They started a con­
versation with Frank, who showed 
signs of having a real musician's 
temperament.

H. H. Eelkema 
to Give Board 

Resignation 
Supt. H. H. Eelkema of Pro­

viso high school will present his 
formal resignation to the high 
school board at an early date. 
This action is the result of Mr. 
Eelkema's visit to Duluth, Minn., 
last week where he was offered 
the position of superintendent of 
the public school system of that 
city. 

The Duluth offer came to Supt. 
Eelkema unsolicited, following a 
visit of a portion of the board 
education of that city to May-
wood recently. The Duluth News-
Tribune carried the following 
story on May 19; 

The board of education, 
meeting informally, yester­
day voted to offer the posi­
tion of superintendent of 
schools to Dr. H. H. Eelkema, 
superintendent of the Proviso 
Township High school. May-
wood, 111., which high school 
serves a considerable portion 
of Chicago's west suburban 
territory. 

Dr. Eelkema is under a 
two-year contract with the 
board of education in May-
wood, but the directors here 
are hopeful, they said, that 
he will be permitted to ac­
cept the Duluth position. 

The board will meet again 
Wednesday afternoon when 
they expect to receive Dr. 
Eelkema's answer. 

Dr. Eelkema, on being ad­
vised of the board of educa­
tion's action here, said that

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WPA Engineer Says 
Faulty Equipment Used 

After an accident Thursday aft­
ernoon which caused the death of 
a foreman with the Maywood 
sewer project, an assistant engi­
neer on the WPA project described 
some of the equipmen*: used on 
the project as "patch-up jobs." 

William Elftmann, 40 years old, 
16 North Seventh avenue. May-
wood, was killed Thursday after­
noon when one leg of the tripod 
with which he and three other 
men were working, slipped on the 
concrete sidewalk and crushed 
him. Three other men were in­
jured. 

The assistant engineer told a 
reporter for The Herald that there 
had been other mishaps with the 
device, and said that "it was only 
luck that someone wasn't hurt 
then." 

The inquest into the death of 
Elftmann was continued by Dep­
uty Coronor Pasquale Venetucci 
because the three injured men 
were unable to attend. No testi­
mony concerning how the accident 
occured was taken. 

Sergt. Edward Feldmann of the 
Maywood police said at the in­
quest, however, that it was learned 
from witnesses—all WPA workers 
—that the accident occurred when 
a 36-inch pipe was being lowered 
into the excavation. 

The four men were assigned to 
the tripod in which is mounted a 
hand hoist. When the tripod's leg 
slipped, it fell against Elftmann, 
pinning him and throwing two of 
the men into the ditch and the 
fourth to the ground. Those in­
jured and taken to the Westlake 
hospital for first aid were George 
Obzero, 34 years old, of Berwyn; 
Henry Vorlicek, 35 years old, and 
Bohumil Divis, 38 years old, both 
of Cicero. 

The inquest will be re-opened at 
1 o'clock Monday, June 2, in the 
Maywood Village hall.
