Plan Active Program

for 1937, Says Wild

Lower Home T ax
to Be Sought
by Board

An active real estate program
in Proviso township during 1937
was announced this week by
Curtis H. Wild, newly elected
president of the Proviso Township
Real Estate Board.

Participation in civic and legis-
lative activities which concern
real estate will be a vital part of
the new program, according to
Mr. Wild. Efforts will be made,
also, he said, to get every real
estate man in the township to join
the board.

“Since the purchase of real
estate has decidedly increased and
will take greater momentum dur-
ing the coming year,” said Mr.
Wild, “it is becoming more im-
portant that all real estate brok-
ers and salesmen are properly
registered and’ examined by the
State for the purpose of protect-
ing the public.

“To attain this end the Proviso
Board has requested the Board of
Registration and Education to
publish a list of all brokers and
salesmen for the ensuing year and
have registration certificates ex-
amined at regular intervals.

‘“The public is wise when in need
of a real estate dealer to select
one who carries the name ‘Real-
tor” Such a dealer has pledged
himself to a code of ethics and
i§ worthy of a buyer’s and seller’s
confidence.

“With rents increasing the pru-
dent person will want to purchase
his own home or build one, espe-
cially during the coming year
when the ‘Realtor’ with the co-
operation of the FHA is able in
many cases to help the buyer
finance such an undertaking over
a period of years on a monthly
payment basis.

*Tax limitation on Real Estate
will also have its share of con-
sideration during the coming year.
Real estate should be taxed upon
an ability basis in its contribution
to the cost of government. The
present ad valorem tax-system
has become obsolete in most
nations and with it the dis-
proportionate share of taxes real
estate is carrying.. Home own-
ership creates good citizenship.
Let us not penalize it.”

Shop Early for
Auto Tags, Say
Village_C hiefs

Vehicle tags for automobiles and
trucks went on sale this week in
villages of Proviso township. Po-
lice chiefs urged motorists to get
their tags as soon as possible, but
did not set any strict deadlines.

Maywood motorists are pre-
pared to enjoy the $2.50 cut that
goes into effect in 1937. The rate
for all passenger cars of thirty-
five horsepower or less is $2.50.
Tags are on sale at the police
department in the village hall,

Melrose Park’s tag rate is also
$2.50 for automobiles below thir-
ty-five horsepower. Chief Arthur
Leeseberg advised motorists to
purchase the vehicle license at the
some time they make application
for the state plates.

The rate in Forest Park is $3
for cars of thirty-five horsepower
or less and $6 for cars of greater
horsepower. Chief Fred Licht did
not set a definite date by which
motorists should display the vil-
lage tag.

Maywood’s $2.50 rate was de-
clared late last summer by the
village board. Curt O. Krausser,
president of Maywood, announced
that the reduction will not impair
the village’s usual street repair-
ing and building program, which
in most cases is carried on with

the vehicle tax fund.

No Definite Plan;
426 Families
Get Baskets

The relief problem stalked again
this week in the township, its
severity made worse by the preva-
lance of influenza and pneumonia
in the Chicago area.

Christmas baskets and provi-
sions distributed last week helped
the 426 families in need here, but
despite the largest support of the
basket drive in the township’s
history, many of the families are
again in need of assistance,

The damp, rainy weather of the
last several weeks has increased
the number of cases of influenza
here and in Chicago. There is
also an increase in the number of
Pneumonia cases,

Influenza, according to doctors,
can best be fought by the indi-
vidual afflicted getting into bed
and staying there for several days.
P}elj:ty of rest and a light diet con-
Sisting chiefly of juices of citrus
fruits are recommended.

.Mqre than 2,000 baskets were
distributed in Proviso township by
charitable groups on Christmas
Eve. In Maywood, Melrose Park,
Forest Park, Bellwood and small-
er other villages, leaders of the
drives announced that not one
family in need had been forgotten.

Efforts will be made in January,
possibly by the Separate villages,
to ask the State Legislature to
change the relief statutes to allow
each municipality to approve its
own tax levy for relief purposes.
.Another plan under considera-
tion is to ask the state legisla-
ture to forward the local share
of the state sales tax, irregard-
less of the township’s refusal to
approve the 30 cent levy.
